2.  All Masses celebrated in the parishes from the All Soul’s Intentions will be listed “For All Souls”, and individual names will 
not be used. 
3.  Parishes with more All Souls intentions than can be celebrated in a timely fashion must send those intentions to the Diocese 
to be sent out to our retired priests and smaller parishes to be celebrated. 
4.  Diocesan priests are only allowed to celebrate ONE intention for each Mass they celebrate.

 The Roman Empire in Christ’s time was deemed to include the  
entire civilized world.

Therefore, these tax collecters were viewed as  
collaborators with the enemy. The coin bore the profile of the  
Emperor Tiberius. Around the edge it read: “Tiberius Caesar, Son of 
the Divine Augustus.” Jesus’ reply was like saying: “Well if this is 
Caesar’s face and name on the coin, it must belong to him. You  
better give it back to him.”
